At ISE, we value our students’ feedback, which helps us improve our services. We ask for feedback in several ways:

In week 4 of every term, teachers ask their students for feedback on their individual classes. This is an opportunity for students to let their 
teacher know what they are enjoying, and to suggest areas or skills they would like to spend more time on, such as speaking or writing.

In week 10 of every term, students have the opportunity to give 
feedback on ISE’s programmes directly to the Academic Manager.

After the meeting, the Academic Manager will work on resolving 
the issues raised and will write a report addressing every point 
brought up by the students.

The Academic Office operates an open-door policy, so students can 
approach a member of the academic mangement team at any time.

In the one-to-one tutorial sessions with their teacher, students 
have yet another opportunity to make their voices heard: they can 
inform their teacher directly about what is working for them, what 
they are struggling with, and what they would like to focus on 
more in class.

Prior to the start of your classes, your level will be assessed as per 
the CEFR (the Common European Framework of Reference for 
Languages). This assessment consists of an online, multiple-choice 
written test, assessing your reading comprehension, vocabulary 
and grammatical knowledge; followed by a speaking test to assess 
your speaking and listening skills.

It is a requirement of ILEP for recruitment of International students onto English language courses of 25 weeks and over in duration 
that the schools have an approved protection for enrolled learners (PEL) scheme in place. Working closely with the Department 
of Justice, ELE Ireland (English Language Education Ireland) has developed and received approval from ILEP for the ELE Ireland 
Academic Learner Protection Scheme.

The ELE Ireland Academic Learner Protection Scheme is robust, fit for purpose and is currently FREE.

One of the key benefits of the scheme is that it has been developed specifically so as not to disadvantage students in any 
way or to add additional financial costs to the study experience. Students enrolled in any of the ELE Ireland member 
schools have access to this academic protection, which ensures that their course of study can be completed in the unlikely 
event of a PEL event happening in one of the member schools. Should such a PEL event occur, the ELE Ireland PEL 
Scheme covers the period from when a student begins their programme to the time the student has completed the 
programme, and the end-of-programme exams.
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
